Our centre specialises in English instruction both on an individual 
basis and in small groups to suit all needs

PRIVATE TUITION PROGRAMMES

Total Immersion® (60 lessons of 40 minutes per week*)
A unique Berlitz course of private instruction, timetabled from 9h.00 
to 18h.00 Monday to Friday. To maximise intensity the day includes 
a working lunch at a nearby restaurant, one lesson given by two 
teachers instead of one (for practice in a three-way conversation) 
and one period devoted to self-study.  This course is ideal for the 
senior executive or professional seeking maximum progress within 
a limited period.

Crash Course (40 lessons of 40 minutes per week*) 
An intensive course of individual instruction from 09h45 to 17h15 
Monday to Friday, with a break at lunchtime of 90 minutes. Ideal for 
the serious learner needing to make significant progress.

Half-day Individual Instruction (25 lessons of 40 minutes 
per week*)
This course is recommended for those seeking a private course 
tailored to their particular requirements, but at the same time 
needing some time free for personal or business commitments. 
There are 5 lessons each weekday scheduled normally from 09h45 
to 13h30 or 13:30 to 17h15.
